1.  Choirs, please have a balance of Part 1 and Part 2 on each piece.  
2.  The "patschen" on Page 6-7 of DAKOTA DANCES will be performed with knee slaps. 
3.  The speaking on pages 9-10 of DAKOTA DANCES will be done by 4 solo voices.
